Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Jones comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He has a history of working as a mechanical engineer and states that he had to stop in April of last year because of a loss of vision. He has a history of glaucoma for which he takes brimonidine, Cosopt, and latanoprost drops. He has not had eye surgery nor lasers. He states that his eyes are very red and watery. He does not take systemic medications and denies a medical history. He has a strong family history of glaucoma. He smokes tobacco, but otherwise his review of systems is unremarkable.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/50 on the right and no light perception on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of plano –2.00 x 080 on the right and plano on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.50 measures 20/50 on the right and no light perception on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are round but sluggish. There is a suggestion of an afferent defect on the left side. The muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 13 on the right and 12 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows mild hyperemia on both sides and mild nuclear sclerosis in each lens. Otherwise, the anterior segments are unremarkable. The fundus examination shows a cup-to-disc ratio of 0.9 on the right and a total cup to the optic nerve head on the left. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing a Humphrey 30-2 threshold test with a III4e stimulus and with correction shows a constriction of the visual field on the right side with superior splitting of fixation and the absence of a visual field on the left side. There are a moderate amount of false-negative errors and borderline reliability, but we note that the test duration is 15 minutes and 50 seconds on the right side. Clinically, Mr. Jones does have a constricted field on the right side and the absence of a field on the left side.
Assessment:
1. Glaucoma.
2. Astigmatism.
Mr. Jones has clinical findings that are consistent with the loss of vision on the left side and the constriction of the visual field on the right side. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to have difficulties performing the visual tasks required in the work environment. He has trouble avoiding hazards in his environment and he cannot distinguish between small objects nor read small print. He can use a computer and read moderate size print although his level of glaucoma is supportive of the claim that he has difficulties with these activities as well.
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His prognosis is poor.
