CC: Routine followup.
HPI: A 94-year-old female with history of liver cancer. The patient is not on hospice as family have not been ready for that. Earlier this year, the patient did have a debulking procedure as her liver CA was metastatic. Family is clear that at the patient’s age she does not qualify for chemotherapy. The patient was seen in the dining room, she was sitting in her manual wheelchair and was quiet, but cooperative.
DIAGNOSES: Metastatic liver cancer, severe vascular dementia, hypertension, asthma, osteoarthritis, and anxiety/depression disorders.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 07/26/2025, note.
ALLERGIES: CODEINE.
DIET: Regular with thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Elderly female seated in her manual wheelchair. She was quiet, but cooperative.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 125/80, pulse 67, temperature 97.4, respiratory rate 17, O2 sat 97% and weight 96 pounds; a one-pound weight loss.
HEENT: She has short full-thickness hair. EOMI. PERLA. Conjunctiva clear. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa.
NECK: Supple with clear carotids.
CARDIOVASCULAR: She has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop.
RESPIRATORY: She has a decreased respiratory effort with decreased bibasilar breath sounds. Lung fields are clear. There is no wheezing, rales or rhonchi noted.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Slightly protuberant and nontender. No masses.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Moves her arms in a fairly normal range of motion, did not observe weight bearing. Generalized decreased muscle mass and motor strength. No lower extremity edema noted.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Severe vascular dementia, stable at this time. No noted behavioral issues. The patient is primarily nonverbal, but communicates her needs with gestures or facial expressions and decision to not continue Aricept was made last month after using her remaining supply.
2. Hypertension. The patient remains on Norvasc 5 mg q.d.; a trial without it showed a bump in her systolic pressures and she is now running in the mid 120s.
3. Metastatic liver cancer status post debulking procedure about a year ago and oncology has made it clear that she is not a candidate for chemotherapy. Despite all this, the family state that they are not ready to discuss hospice and so this 94-year-old patient with a progressive malignancy will continue on general care.
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
