CC: Assume care.
HPI: The patient is an 84-year-old female who is seen for the first time. I had attempted to make contact with her the week previously, but she was sleeping soundly. Today she was awake and made eye contact, but was quiet and I asked if it was okay if I talked with her and examined her and she nodded her head yes. When I asked the patient how she was feeling she stated that she was okay and asked if there was anything she wanted to complain about and she smiled and shook her head no. The patient has recently started being followed by Caring Hearts Hospice.
DIAGNOSES: Parkinson’s disease, pressure ulcer stage III sacral region, hypertension, arthropathy, spinal stenosis lumbar, iron deficiency anemia, GERD, chronic constipation, migraine headaches, Parkinson’s related dementia, dry eye syndrome and mononeuropathy.
ALLERGIES: ACE inhibitors.
MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg q.12, turmeric one capsule q.d., Biofreeze topical analgesic q.12 to affected areas, Sinemet 25/100 mg one tab t.i.d., Colace one tab q.d., D3 1000 IUs two tabs q.d., Pepcid 20 mg h.s., FeSO4 one tab q.d., gabapentin 100 mg on capsule q.12, Latanoprost eye drops one drop OU h.s., losartan/KCl 12.5/50 mg one tab q.d., metoprolol 25 mg q.d., MOM 30 cc p.r.n. b.i.d., oxycodone/Tylenol 10/325 mg one p.o. q.i.d., MiraLax q.d., KCl 20 mEq q.d., Pro-Stat 30 mL b.i.d., topiramate 25 mg h.s., turmeric circumin 500 mg capsule one b.i.d. and vitamin C 500 mg b.i.d.
CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid and protein drink one t.i.d.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Elderly female lying comfortably in bed. She was quiet, but made eye contact.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/68, pulse 88, temperature 97.7, respiration 18 and O2 saturation 97%.
HEENT: She has full-thickness hair and it is combed. EOMI. PERLA. Anicteric sclerae. She has corrective lenses, was not wearing them today. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa.

NECK: Supple. Clear carotids. No LAD.

CARDIOVASCULAR: She has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop. PMI nondisplaced.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Hypoactive bowel sounds. No distention or tenderness.

RESPIRATORY: Decreased respiratory effort at a regular rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough. Decreased bibasilar breath sounds.

SKIN: Warm and dry intact with fair turgor. No breakdown or bruising noted.

NEURO: The patient is quiet, but she made eye contact with me. She smiled. When I asked if there was anything she needed she just shook her head no and when I asked she denied any pain.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Assume care and this 84-year-old patient now followed by Caring Hearts Hospice since 08/15/2025 and I will follow her as the attending physician while she is in hospice.
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
