CC: Lab review.
HPI: A 76-year-old female with diagnosis of multiple myeloma out of remission and undergoing treatment. The patient had labs drawn at the request of her oncologist to date the CBC is available and I am awaiting the CMP. These labs were reviewed with the patient in her room. Also today she went out and spent the day at the OU Stevenson’s Cancer Center met with her oncologist, nephrologist and other subspecialists. She said she was exhausted when she returned and got right into bed. She was awake and watching television when I went in dinner was served and she stated that she liked the meal she just was not hungry and so will request to have her food wrapped. Overall, she seems in better spirits stating that she for the most part got a lot of encouragement from the physicians that she saw today. Her oncologist, however, recommended that she have a lower extremity ultrasound as she has new edema that began yesterday and has progressed today up into the hip and sacral area. Concern of course is for DVT.
DIAGNOSES: Multiple myeloma and new left lower extremity edema extending to hip and sacral area.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from previous note.

ALLERGIES: Norco and latex.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: Regular with thin liquid.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient lying in bed. She is alert and appears comfortable.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 125/63, pulse 68, temperature 97.4, respiration 18, O2 sat 91% and weight 140 pounds.
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NEURO: Oriented x3. Clear coherent speech. Asked appropriate questions, understands given information.

PSYCHIATRIC: She appears relieved and was happy to hear that her labs were better than they had previously been.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Acute left lower extremity edema it is taut edema extending to the hip area warm to touch, no redness. Have contacted PHS for an ultrasound of left lower extremity and results will be sent to oncologist at Stevenson Cancer Center.
2. Lab review. She has a mild anemia, which is stable actually improved and will then follow up with her CMP when it is available.
3. Social. Spoke with her husband will let him know when she is scheduled for her left lower extremity ultrasound. The goal is for tomorrow.
