The patient is seen with a growth on his right thumb for the past six months, states increasing in size.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He states increased stress with testing at school.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He states a history of frontal headaches for the past three to four months associated with burning eyes and drainage per mother.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Verrucous growth to the right dorsal distal thumb measuring 12-13 mm raised.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Verrucous growth right thumb, tension headaches, and apparent allergic conjunctivitis.

PLAN: Given prescription for erythromycin ophthalmic for the eyes. To continue Motrin p.r.n. To follow up with pediatrician for consideration of referral to dermatologist for removal of growth on thumb and neurological evaluation.
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
