Ms. Williams was seen today for face-to-face evaluation. She is an 84-year-old woman with history of senile degeneration of the brain.
The patient also has a history of hypertension, atrial fibrillation, shortness of breath, weakness, debility, and severe weight loss. The patient eats very little. Her O2 sat was at 95% on room air. Blood pressure was 150/60 with a pulse of 65 irregular and MAC of 21 with a PPS of 40% and FAST score of 6E. In the past six to eight weeks, the caretaker tells me that she is eating less. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She requires help with ADLs. She appears very thin. She is able to use a walker. Recently, she was seen in the emergency room because of a fall.
The patient’s medications were reviewed today. The patient continues to deteriorate as far as her mental status is concerned. The caretaker tells me that they found dirty diapers behind the couch and all over the house. She requires help to be able to live in her apartment that is becoming much more difficult now given her dementia and her worsening demented state. The patient’s other medical issues include atrial fibrillation as I mentioned and hypertension along with severe debility, weight loss, and protein-calorie malnutrition and weakness which has caused her recent falls. Overall prognosis remains poor. Given the patient’s current status, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
