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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  He has sustained traumatic brain injury in 1993.  The patient was in a motor vehicle accident.  The patient tells me he was driving in Barstow, California.  The patient had head on accident.  The patient tells me that he hit the head on to the left window.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient was out of consciousness until he got to the emergency room.  He thinks he is out of consciousness for at least 30 minutes.  When he woke-up, the patient had severe pain on the head.  Mostly in the left side of the head.  The patient had confusion and disorientation.  The patient also had dizziness and lightheadedness.  The patient tells me that he had jaw fractures.  The patient required surgery for the jaw.  The patient did not have any brain surgery.  However, he has significant headache, confusion, and disorientation for many days after the incident.  He was in the severe head pain for at least week.
Since the event, the patient had significant headache and light sensitivity.  The patient feels dizziness.  The patient has memory deficit.  His memory is very poor.
The patient is currently working as a delivery person for Walmart.  The patient tells me that the light sensitivity headaches are significant affecting the way he drives.  The patient tells me that light sensitivity is affecting him drive safely sometimes.  The patient has decrease in concentration and focus.  The patient tells me that his memory is also affecting his work performance.  Sometimes, he will forget his task duties.
It is my impression that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  It was in 1993, the patient was driving in Barstow, California.  The patient had head on accident.  The patient had complete loss of consciousness.  He was out of consciousness for at least half an hour.  He woke-up in emergency room.  When he woke-up, the patient had severe pain, headache, confusion and disorientation.  Since the event, the patient has significant headache, light sensitivity, dizziness, and memory loss.  It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury with the head injury during the car accident, followed by loss of consciousness.  Now, he has significant headaches and memory deficits and poor memory and dizziness symptoms.  It is my opinion that these are all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
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
