Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a followup for Dorothy with advanced renal failure and hypertension.  Last visit in April.  She already has a right-sided AV fistula.  Comes accompanied with daughter Kathy, which is a nurse.  Last visit in April.  Recent follow-up cardiology Dr. Krepostman stable.  Chronic dyspnea on activity, no change.  Minor dysphagia, no change.  She has a persistent feeling that something is on the throat.  She has not seen an ENT.  She has done a trial of Z-PAK for upper respiratory infection without improvement.  Adjustment of nasal spray as well as inhalers without improvement by Dr. Obeid.  Prior EGD and pH meter without help.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive review of system otherwise is negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight Norvasc, bisoprolol, Demadex, anticoagulation Eliquis, antiarrhythmics Multaq, number of nasal and bronchial inhalers and new one Spiriva.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 146, right-sided AV fistula open without stealing syndrome.  Hard of hearing.  Normal speech.  Distant breath sounds.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.  She is celebrating great grandkids a set of identical twins in her family beginning with her own kids there has been three sets of twins some of them identical, some of them fraternal, Kathy the daughter is with the patient.
Labs:  Chemistries August, creatinine 2.4, which still is baseline and GFR 18.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Anemia 10.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV.  No symptoms of uremia.  No indication for dialysis.  No evidence of pericarditis or volume overload.  Chronic decreased hearing and cognitive decline.  AV fistula open.  There has been no need for EPO treatment.  Present potassium and acid base normal.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Continue present regimen.  The patient and daughter not sure if she will ever do dialysis when the time comes.  For the time being she is enjoying life and all the family.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  We will see her back in six months.
