His other comorbidities include obesity, diabetic neuropathy, sleep apnea, shortness of breath, decreased activity level. He is now just chair bound. He needs help to get around. He has provider services that help him on a regular basis. He does wear a diaper. Even though he has provider services, he has a tendency to collect junk and his house is quite cluttered which makes it very difficult for him to move around, but with his weakness he is not doing much walking at this time. He definitely has most ADL dependency. He is more confused today. His severe debility has increased to the point that he has increased weakness. His blood pressure is stable at 150/60, pulse 48, respirations 96. He is not using oxygen at this time. The patient’s other findings include increased confusion, increased shortness of breath even at rest even though he is not able to walk any longer, and lower extremity edema related to his condition as well as decreased appetite and protein-calorie malnutrition. His plantar wart that was evaluated back in April is stable at this time and is not causing any problem especially since he is no longer able to walk. His PPS is at 40%. His MAC is __________. His FAST score is __________. Given the natural progression of his illness, he most likely has less than six months to live.   
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
