CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with history of sore throat, congestion, and lethargy with slight cough for the past nine days, describes severe diarrhea three to six times a day before, now gone, taking Pepto-Bismol and Rolaids. Described shortness of breath with hoarseness in chest, seen Dr. Willis 10 days ago with Rocephin and Augmentin taken, states not better, using husband’s nebulizer without benefit.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: CVA x 2 years ago with ischemia with right hemiparesis, history of breast cancer eight years ago of the right breast with nodules with past biopsies last one year ago, with history of neuropathy to feet post radiation. She states she has a history of being short of breath when ill.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She states she is a registered nurse, reviews records.
FAMILY HISTORY: Increased anxiety; she takes care of her mother 80 years old who lives next to her.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: 2+ upper abdominal tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

Chest x-ray obtained.

DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis, shortness of breath reported, hypoventilation, recent flu illness, and history of apparent hyperventilation with stress reaction.
PLAN: The patient was referred to Dr. Willis of Kingwood Hospital if necessary, to call results of stool culture obtained. Given prescription for Protonix 40 mg daily for the stomach for two weeks. Also, given prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak to take as directed.
