This is an 81-year-old woman currently on hospice with head and neck cancer. The patient feels like there is a new mass under her jaw on the right side, which keeps her from swallowing. She says she is in pain all the time but she has been on pain medication and never wants to go on pain medication again because the way it makes her feel. She continues to lose weight. She walks around with large handkerchief to split in because she has a hard time swallowing. She has lost weight. Her calves show evidence of severe muscle wasting along with upper arms and temporal region. The patient continues to not be interested any type of therapy and she does not want any pain medication. She wants to be kept as comfortable as possible but again refuses pain medications. Her blood pressure is 149/76, pulse is 107, and O2 saturation 96%. She is not able to open her mouth very much. She has appetite diminished to more like child like appetite at 20-30%. She is thin. She is weak. She has a high risk of fall. She still able to get to the bathroom. She sits very close to bathroom because she refuses to wear diapers even though she has accidents from time-to-time. She has severe debility. Her KPS score is at 40%, MAC is _____ and continues to deteriorate. Overall prognoses remain poor. Given her end-stage head and neck cancer, she most likely has few weeks to months to live and she realizes that.
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
