The patient presents with history of cough and congestion for the past week.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, COPD, low thyroid disease and high lipid disease.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Asking for refill of Robaxin and BuSpar given to her by another doctor, she takes on a p.r.n. basis.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without mass. Lungs: Decreased breath sounds without rales, wheezing or definite rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis with anxiety disorder, sinusitis, COPD, and nicotine dependence.
PLAN: The patient was given shots of Rocephin and dexamethasone with Rx for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak. Follow up with PCP. Try to decrease tobacco as requested. Nebulizer suggested, but wants to wait.
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
