Dear Madison:

This is a followup for Mr. Fintor with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in February.  Back surgery done successfully outpatient.  No complications.  Feeling much better.
Review of Systems:  Done extensively is negative.

Medications:  I reviewed medications.  I want to highlight no antiinflammatory agents.  He decreased his magnesium replacement to only one a day.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 146/92, at home 120s-130s/70s and weight is stable 191.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs and cardiovascular no abnormalities.  No gross ascites or tenderness.  No gross edema or focal deficits.
Labs:  New chemistries were done in June with creatinine 1.4, which is baseline for GFR of 53 stage III.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal calcium.  No gross anemia.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  A1c at 5.8.  Good control of cholesterol.  Normal albumin and liver testing.  Prior phosphorus not elevated.  PTH needs to be done.  TSH normal.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium.  Normal acid base.  Prior calcium and phosphorus normal.  PTH to be updated.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Everything is stable.  Monitor blood pressure at home.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
