HISTORY: This is a 7-year-old child accompanied by mother here with abdominal pain. Mother states this has been going on for approximately four days. It is worse today. She states and according to the child pain is located in the suprapubic region. She states she brought her in today because she is now vomiting and having diarrhea. She states she did measure increased temperature at home and she gave Tylenol/Motrin which helps with the temperature, but the pain continues.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Soft. No rebound. No guarding. Tenderness in the suprapubic region. No visible peristalsis. No organomegaly.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Urinary tract infection.

2. Vomiting.

3. Abdominal pain.

4. Diarrhea.
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PLAN: Urinalysis was done in the clinic today. Urinalysis revealed leukocyte esterase, negative blood, negative bilirubin, negative ketones, and negative protein. The patient was given the following medication in the clinic: Zofran 4 mg sublingual. She was observed in the clinic for approximately 20-25 minutes, then reevaluated. She states her pain and nausea is better. 
The patient was sent home with the following medications:

1. Bentyl 10 mg/5 mL one teaspoon p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days #150 mL.

2. Keflex 250 mg/5 mL, 5 mL b.i.d. for seven days #70 mL.

3. Zofran 4 mg ODT one tablet sublingual b.i.d. p.r.n. for nausea and vomiting #12.

Mother was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.

She was given an excuse, so the child can be home from school today and if she is better, she can return tomorrow. She was advised to come back to the clinic if the child is not better tomorrow or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
