HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient states that he was at his grandmother’s over the weekend and he had some greasy food and that caused some diarrhea. He did not sleep good last night. So, he was tired and did not go to school this morning. No diarrhea today and has been eating just fine. No fevers, body aches, or chills noted.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.

RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No guarding. No rebound. No heel tap. Bowel sounds active in all four quadrants.
SKIN: Without rash or lesions.
ASSESSMENT: Diarrhea.
PLAN: Advised the patient to integrate bananas, rice, apple sauce, and toast to the diet. Mother advised Imodium if need be; if symptoms continue, to follow up with their PCP. Discharged in stable condition.
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
