Mr. Prince is a 72-year-old gentleman who is seen for face-to-face evaluation today. The patient is currently on hospice with history of alcoholic cirrhosis of the liver associated with ascites. He also has hepatorenal syndrome, large umbilical hernia which causes the patient some pain from time to time, history of heart disease, stage IIIA kidney disease, COPD, hypothyroidism, hypertension, gastroesophageal reflux, depression, anxiety, and history of drug abuse including cocaine in the past. One thing is evident when we see the patient today is the fact that he has lost a lot of muscle mass in his lower extremity, temporal region and upper extremities. He also has decreased cognition. He appears to be somewhat confused most likely related to accumulation of ammonia. He has had multiple hospitalizations because of ascites and hepatic encephalopathy related to his increased ammonia level related to his spontaneous bacterial peritonitis. The patient has a PPS score of 50%, requires some help with ADL but mostly independent. Increased confusion related to the hospice diagnosis. High risk of falls noted. He needs assistance with almost all ADLs now. He needs assistance with more ADLs now than he did before. He is able to ambulate with a walker. He is now eating 50 to 60% of his meals. He eats small meals; he states he cannot eat anything because of the heat. The right-sided MAC is down to 30 cm from 32.5 two and half months ago. Weight loss is expected given his end-stage liver disease. He has refused his medication as noted by the nurses in the past including Lasix and Aldactone that is used for ascites and volume overloads. He requires pain medication on regular basis. He continues to remain quite ill, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
