CC: Foot pain.

HPI: A 90-year-old female who is receiving wound care on her right foot for a lateral ankle ulcer. The patient is being followed by outside wound care physician and per daughter’s note to me when she was seen today, they did debridement and it was rougher than it generally is and her mother has been in pain since then. She has Tylenol 500 mg and receives one to two capsules q.6h. p.r.n. So, I talked to the patient, she verified the pain, but did not want to complain and I talked to her about adding something like Norco and explained what it is and how it works and that we would be giving low dose and it would be for times like this where there is increased pain because of the wound care and she is more than willing to take something because she stated her foot just throbs.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Wound care with increased pain. Norco 7.5/325 mg one-half tablet p.o. t.i.d. routine for three days, then going forward will be q.6h. p.r.n. In the meantime until the Norco is available, we will increase her Tylenol 500 mg to two tablets morning, afternoon and night routine for the next 72 hours.
2. Social. I spoke with her daughter about all of the above and she is in agreement.
