Ms. Snider comes in today to go over her blood work. She is a 26-year-old young lady whom I saw yesterday for sinusitis. Her sinus infection is doing better. She feels like there is something in her mouth, but I do not see or feel anything in the buccal membrane on the right side.

She is also having lot of anxiety, postpartum issues, she called her OB/GYN, she cannot get to see the OB/GYN for at least a month or so. She had been on SSRI, would like to try Wellbutrin to see how she does. For this reason, we are going to put her on Wellbutrin non-SR 75 mg, start one a day, then twice a day, come back in a month, but by then, she should be able to get an appointment with her OB/GYN who is going to manage this medication for her. Kidney function and liver function, thyroid, and hemoglobin A1c were all within normal limits. Above discussed with the patient at length before leaving. These are the results of the office visit based on time; 23 minutes was spent with the patient.
