HISTORY: This is a 61-year-old female here with pain to her right foot. The patient stated this started approximately three days ago after she was bitten by a fire ant. Today, she has used over-the-counter medication, but came in because the site is now red, swollen and painful and stated pain does not radiate, is confined to the dorsal surface of her foot. She stated pain is worse with weight bearing and certain shoes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypothyroidism.
2. Breast cancer.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

MEDICATIONS: Levothyroxine.
ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She denies tobacco, drugs or alcohol use.
FAMILY HISTORY: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies chills or myalgia. Denies nausea, vomiting or diarrhea.
The patient denies increased temperature.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 99% at room air.

Blood pressure is 118/73.

Pulse is 82.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.1.

RIGHT FOOT: Localized edema and migrating erythema. Site is hot to touch. There is a central 0.9 cm vesicle. Dorsalis pedis pulse is present. Capillary refill less than two seconds. Sensation is normal.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.
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RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis except for what is mentioned at the site of insect bite.
ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.
NEURO: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Cellulitis.
2. Insect bite.
PLAN: In the clinic today, the patient received the following medications: Rocephin 1 g IM. She was observed for approximately 20 minutes, then reevaluated. She reports no side effects from the medications. She states she has begun to feel better. She was discharged with Bactrim Double Strength 800/160 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20. Advised to buy over-the-counter antibiotic and clean the site at least twice daily. She is advised to wear open shoes and not enclosed shoes as this may cause some discomfort. She was given the opportunity to ask question and she states she has none.
