HISTORY: This is a 13-year-old child here with pain to his right ankle. Child stated he was at his friend’s house when something bit him. He stated that he did not see what it is. He stated that this happened was five days ago. He was hoping that it goes away, but came in today because of increased swelling and redness. He is accompanied by mother who stated child used over-the-counter medication with no improvement.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: None.

FAMILY HISTORY: None.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 99% at room air.

Blood pressure is 118/72.

Pulse is 80.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.5.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmur.

RIGHT ANKLE: Localized edema is present. Localized erythema is present. There is a puncture mark in the center of the erythema. Site is hot to touch. He has full range of motion of his joint with mild discomfort. He is neurovascularly intact.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Cellulitis.
2. Insect bite.
3. Ankle pain.
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PLAN: Site was cleaned with alcohol and then covered with Betadine. Mother was educated on daily care. The patient was sent home with the following:
1. Cephalexin 250 mg capsules one p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days #30.
2. Bacitracin 500 units/g, apply twice daily for 10 days, 15 g.
Mother was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none. Child was given school excuse for tomorrow.
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
