The patient was seen at 12:30 p.m. today for face-to-face evaluation. This face-to-face will be shared with the hospice medical director and the patient is in his benefit period __________. Arlan just turns 97 today. He had a birthday yesterday with his family. He is quite tired today. He has been sleeping about 18-20 hours since his birthday party, which included some family and friends that stop by.

The patient was seen today with Chris from Wound Care who is administering the patient’s wound treatment. The largest wound is 4 x 6 cm over the sacral region. He is using the UltraMIST plus Hydrofera Blue. The other wound is on the right scapula stage II, 1.5 x 2.5 cm, which is being treated as well. Arlan is sleeping more like I stated. He is difficult to arouse from time to time. He is weak. He is able to urinate without having a Foley catheter. His wife, Mrs. Thompson, is the primary caregiver. He is total ADL dependent. He is bowel and bladder incontinent. His PPS is at 40%. His appetite is diminished. His FAST score is at 6E. He requires pain medication. Blood pressure 90/60 today stable and O2 saturation at 98%. MAC is down 0.5 cm from 21 cm to 20.5 cm. The patient is quite confused from to time to time. He has also pedal edema. The wife states that the medical director today called and increased the Lasix from 20 mg to 40 mg. I explained to the patient that the edema of the lower extremity and in the right hand is related to the patient’s protein-calorie malnutrition and it is best to keep that elevated as opposed to treating it with diuretics, but if the need comes and it comes right down to it, that might be helpful. The patient also had Pseudomonas grow in his sacral decubitus stage IV, which is now being treated with topical antibiotics; this looks to be more of a colonization, there is no sign of active infection at this time. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. The patient’s care was discussed with Mrs. Thompson today before leaving their house.
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
