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CHIEF COMPLAINT
Seizure disorder.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient has history of seizure disorder since he was 14-year-old.  The patient tells me recently he had another episode of seizure approximately a week ago.  He was hospitalized in Folsom Hospital in Folsom, California.  The patient tells me that he suddenly had loss of consciousness and started convulsing.  The patient has urinary incontinence.  There is no tongue biting.  The patient was hospitalized and had medication adjustment.  The patient tells me since the medication adjustment, he has not had any more seizures since a week ago.
EEG study was performed today.  EEG study still shows that he has bilateral shockwaves activities consistent with epileptiform discharges.

IMPRESSION
The seizure disorder.  The patient had seizure disorder since 14 years old.  The patient was recently hospitalized a week ago according to the patient at hospital in Folsom, California.  The patient tells me that he had an episode of seizure convulsion.  The patient has sudden loss of consciousness and fell to the ground.  The patient has urinary incontinence.
RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnoses.

2. Recommend increase the Keppra dosage from 750 mg twice a day to 1000 mg twice a day.
3. Continue lacosamide 150 mg twice a day.

4. Continue to valproic acid.
5. Recommended the patient to follow up with me in two months or a neurologist to see CSP Sacramento present.  The patient is to follow with the neurologist in one to two months.  Followup with medication and make sure that they are effective and that he is not continued to have seizures activities.
