CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with cough for the past seven days. He states he has increased coughing when he sleeps on his left side, he thinks it is mostly on his left side. He states he has had trouble sleeping for the past few months. He has taken over-the-counter medications including melatonin without benefit.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He has had bladder UroLift for nocturia surgically at Methodist Hospital recently. 
SOCIAL HISTORY: He states he is unhappy with his PCP at Methodist Hospital in The Woodlands.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He appears to be in excellent health with PO2 within 98%. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi without wheezing or rales. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis, obstructive uropathy S/P UroLift at Methodist Hospital, and history of insomnia.

PLAN: Chest x-ray recommended, but declined. He states he has a nebulizer, but he does not want to use it. Requesting Rocephin and dexamethasone shots, given to him with Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak. Declines treatment at this point, to see new PCP, to follow up with urologist at Methodist Hospital.
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
