The patient presents with history of dysuria for the past two days without frequency, without vaginal irritation or inflammation.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and history of pyelonephritis seven years ago – been receiving local care initially, becoming very ill without recurrence of urinary tract infection since then.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

UA shows slight abnormality with blood.

IMPRESSION: Urinary tract infection without evidence of pyelonephritis.
PLAN: Culture obtained. Given prescription for Bactrim Double Strength to take for 10 days. Increase fluids. Cranberry juice. Follow up with PCP and here if needed.
