HISTORY: This is a 41-year-old female here with a rash on her back and leg. The patient states this has been present for a month ago. She indicated that she notices small group of what she described as pustules on the right side then she states she squeezed it and it became more disseminated. However, she states only on the right side. The patient states she came in because after she squeezed the lesion seems to be getting increased redness and pain. She describes the pain as burning.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco, alcohol or drug use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 109/72.
Pulse 69.
Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.2.

TRUNK: She has a group scab papules discreetly distributed only on the right side of the trunk lesion does not cross the midline. The patient has a few papules very tiny papules on her hand. She indicated she has some on her waistline, but on examination there was none.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Post herpetic pain.
2. Cellulitis.
3. Insect bite.

PLAN: The patient was sent home with the following medications: Septra DS 800/160 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20. Strongly advised not to squeeze lesions to buy over-the-counter Tylenol or Motrin for pain. Come back to the clinic if worse.
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
