Ms. Petty is an 84-year-old woman, lives with her two sons Darrell and David who are considered her caretakers. She also has someone that comes to the house to help her away bathing and clean on regular basis. One thing you notice first is that she is quite thin, she has lost some weight and the next is the house is a mess; there are papers, roaches, dirty diapers and clothing everywhere. Darrell is the son that just moved in. David is mentally challenged.
She has extensive history of smoking in the past.
This is considered a face-to-face for Ms. Petty. This will be shared with the medical director and she is in her second benefit period currently.
Ms. Petty is currently on hospice with senile degeneration of the brain. The patient is quite thin as I mentioned. Her MAC is 8.5 cm left side. She has lost tremendous amount of weight. Her son Darrell who is not mentally challenged tells me that her diagnosis was almost a year ago and she has gone downhill tremendously. She is very belligerent during most days, got mad at her son at least three or four times and started yelling at him. She has a history of hypertension, which she takes ramipril for and she is also on Celexa and Flexeril to help her rest at night. She does have mild COPD. She has an oxygen, which she never uses and does use a nebulizer on regular basis. Her significant weight loss has resulted in a very low MAC as I mentioned. Her KPS has now dropped to 40%. She is bowel and bladder incontinent most of the time. She has FAST score of 7A.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/60. Pulse 89. O2 sat 96% on room air.
She is widowed. She has two children. She has had gallbladder surgery and hysterectomy in the past. She is now total ADL dependent. Her appetite is down. She has childlike appetite. Coreg is doing a good job controlling her blood pressure currently. The patient’s son would like to get someone to come and clean the house, but at any time he suggests that Virginia becomes very belligerent and starts yelling and screaming and physical at times, he tells me.
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She has had a tremendous weight loss, decreased appetite, protein-calorie malnutrition, much demise as far as cognition function is concerned in the past three to four months. The patient would benefit from a medication for sundowner syndrome in the evening. We will discuss this with the medical director via copy of my notes and, given the natural progression of her disease and the changes seen in the past three to six months, she most likely ______ to live.
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
