Ms. Barnes is 70 years old. Ms. Barnes was seen for face-to-face evaluation today. This will be shared with the medical director and Ms. Barnes currently is in her second period of benefits.
The patient is an obese 70-year-old black woman with history of stroke. The patient has severe lymphedema, which she uses compression stockings at this time. She is totally and completely bed bound and ADL dependent. She uses a wheelchair, but she needs help of others to get into her wheelchair and she cannot do that by herself. She is ADL dependent. She wears a diaper as I mentioned. She lives by herself, but her family comes and checks on her on a regular basis. I was allowed to go in the house by a neighbor across the street.
Her other medical issues include hypertension, hyperlipidemia and type II diabetes. The patient currently has a KPS score of 50%. Her cognition is affected by her stroke with the FAST score of 7B at this time. The patient’s medications include baclofen, Coreg, lisinopril and clonidine; this is important because her blood pressure was found to be at 170/98. She takes the clonidine 0.1 mg only b.i.d. and I am going to ask the medical director to increase that to t.i.d. via copy of this letter and discussion with hospice DON.
Her daughter comes in and fills her medication container on regular basis. She is short of breath, she tells me, at all times. She states she is not eating very much. Her house is quite disheveled even though family try to clean it; there is appearance of roaches and strong smell of urine in the house. As far as her stroke is concerned, she states she has to eat slowly; with her dysarthric speech and dysphagia, she has a big problem with aspiration. The only surgery she has had is C-section and currently she is not allergic to any medication. Her stroke has resulted in the left-sided weakness, which has placed her in a wheelchair and is getting treatment as I mentioned with electrical compression stockings at this time. Most likely, the patient has right-sided heart failure related to cor pulmonale and sleep apnea, which is undiagnosed. She does not use oxygen at this time. She has never been a heavy smoker in the past, she tells me. Her neighbors tell me that she has become much more confused; they have known her all their lives and, when they come in the house, they have to identify themselves five or six times. Social work is involved in her care and apparently at one time APS was involved in her care as well. Overall prognosis remains poor. Given the natural progression of her disease, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
