The patient presents with history of foul vaginal discharge with history of bacterial vaginitis, also with complaints of itching of C-section scar for the past few days with slight inflammation, with history of yeast infections, also complains of dysuria for the past five days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: See chart.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Bacterial vaginitis, yeast dermatitis, by history, lower abdomen and also urinary tract infection.
PLAN: The patient is given prescriptions of Flagyl, baclofen, and Bactrim with refill of steroid cream as film topically. Follow up with PCP and here if needed.
