The patient presents with history of ant bites to lower legs three days ago, non-pruritic, with festering and small blister formation, in her yard; got outside according to mother without their knowledge, with history of autism.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Autism.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities/Skin: Legs with inflamed nodules to posterior lower calves with central vesicular formation with slight whitish discoloration measuring 3 mm, numbering approximately 6 to 8 on both legs without evidence of cellulitis or purulence.
IMPRESSION: Local reaction to ant bites by history.
PLAN: Treated with topical mupirocin. Given prescription for Medrol Dosepak. Injection of dexamethasone. Topical care. To avoid ants, try to eradicate. Follow up with PCP as needed.
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
