CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 48-year-old female with occasional irregular heartbeat.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient as noted is a 48-year-old white female who first noted irregular heartbeat over the last year. She has had no other symptoms, but was concerned because of her overall family history. She specifically denies any chest pain or shortness of breath.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Borderline hypercholesterolemia.

2. She is perimenopausal.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.
MEDICATIONS: Birth control pills daily.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN results in hives and rash.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father with history of valve replacement in his 40s. He further had heart enlargement and pacemaker. An uncle had a CVA. A grandmother died from carcinoma.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient denies cigarette smoking or alcohol use, but reports occasional marijuana/gummy use. She states that it is only rarely that she uses alcohol.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: She has had weight gain.

Eyes: She wears glasses.

Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 138/81, pulse 89, respiratory rate 16, height 66.75”, and weight 159.8 pounds.

Examination is otherwise unremarkable.
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DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 82 beats per minute and is otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION:
1. Palpitations.

2. History of borderline hypercholesterolemia.

3. Perimenopausal.

PLAN: We will proceed with echocardiogram. We will further consider stress test.
