CHIEF COMPLAINT: Chest pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 74-year-old African American female who reports history of chest pain, chest congestion, and almost monthly symptoms. She reports symptoms of chest discomfort, but it feels like heartburn, sometimes discomfort is described as heaviness. She notes increase in frequency of her symptoms. She further reports occasional shortness of breath.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. Hypercholesterolemia.

3. Rheumatoid arthritis.

4. Tremor.

5. ADHD.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. C-section x 2.
2. Colectomy for diverticulitis.

MEDICATIONS: Hydrochlorothiazide 25 mg one daily, dexmethylphenidate 5 mg one b.i.d., hydroxychloroquine 200 mg one daily, primidone 50 mg one and half b.i.d., Celebrex 100 mg b.i.d., amlodipine 10 mg one daily, topiramate 50 mg one b.i.d., meloxicam 7.5 mg p.r.n., Singulair 10 mg daily, and lisinopril 40 mg one daily.
ALLERGIES: MORPHINE SULFATE results in itching.
FAMILY HISTORY: Sister with congestive heart failure. Mother with congestive heart failure.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient has distant history of cigarette smoking, but none since college. She notes occasional alcohol use. She further reports prior marijuana use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Eyes: She has had cataract surgery.

Neurologic: She has vertigo.

Musculoskeletal: She has pain involving the joints, back and knees.

Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/75, pulse 60, respiratory rate 16, height 63.75”, and weight 162 pounds.

Remainder of the examination is unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 55 beats per minute and is otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION:
1. Chest pain, has an unclear etiology.

2. Dyspnea.

3. Hypercholesterolemia.

PLAN:
1. Coronary CT angio with FFR.

2. CBC and Chem-20.

3. Follow up in one month.
