Thank you for your support.
This 60-year-old male comes for followup today. The patient had pulmonary embolism in past. He recently had a deep vein thrombosis following a surgery for infected left knee. The patient subsequently was placed on Eliquis 5 mg twice daily. He also takes baby aspirin 81 mg daily. The patient comes here for followup today. He offers no symptoms. However, he request that if he could go down on the dose of Eliquis.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is a 60-year-old male.
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 10 inch tall, weighing 226 pounds, and blood pressure 133/82.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: No lymph node felt in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: He does have some edema.
DIAGNOSES:
1. Recent DVT left leg.
2. History of pulmonary embolism in the past.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: At this point, he has taken 5 mg b.i.d. Eliquis for about three and half month and we can safely go to 2.5 mg twice daily for another 3 months and go from there.
