HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents to the clinic approximately two hours post cutting his left hand on the stove. He has Band-Aid on and the bleeding has stopped. He states no changes in the sensation of the hand and he had cleaned it with hydrogen peroxide as well as placed triple antibiotic ointment on it.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and diabetes.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of ETOH or tobacco use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: Very pleasant, awake and alert gentleman, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.

RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.

CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

FOCUSED SKIN EXAM OF THE LEFT HAND: Noted superficial laceration on the palm approximately 2 cm in length, clean, well-approximated edges. No erythema. No edema. Mild tenderness to palpation. Capillary refill is within normal limits. Deep tendon reflexes are within normal limits.

ASSESSMENT: Laceration 2 cm on the left hand.
PLAN: We will provide Rocephin injection in clinic as well as amoxicillin. Advised the patient on cleaning and to follow up as needed. Discharged in stable condition.
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
