HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents to the clinic today. One week ago, the patient was seen by her primary care and was prescribed antibiotics and steroid, completed the five days on Saturday, that was last week on Wednesday and then on Friday, she took the child to the emergency room for concerns of cough and as he is having history of asthma. They performed an x-ray and noted no pneumonia and discharged the patient. Now, three days later, the child is still running temperature per mother, stated that the T-max was 99 yesterday and that she did not want to take him to school with fever and needed a school note. She states he is eating, playing and doing better, but is still running on and off fevers.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

DRUG ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.
EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.

RESPIRATORY: Breath sounds clear.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.

ASSESSMENT: Viral upper respiratory infection.

PLAN: Advised mother on supportive measures, to treat the patient for symptoms as it is looking like he is recovering very well. The patient is discharged in stable condition. Advised to follow up as needed.
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
