The patient was seen for face-to-face evaluation. This face-to-face will be shared with the hospice medical director. The patient currently is in her 11th benefit period from 04/14/2025 to 06/12/2025.
Willie is a 99-year-old almost blind woman who is currently on hospice with history of senile degeneration of the brain, Alzheimer dementia, dementia unspecified with behavioral disturbances, protein-calorie malnutrition, history of low back pain, osteoarthritis, depression, anxiety, and glaucoma. The eyesight change is related to longstanding glaucoma. The patient’s MAC was at 18 cm. Her appetite is diminished. She is a total care. She is bedbound, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. PPS score is 30%. Her FAST score is at 7C. The patient’s behavioral issues seemed to be much worse at night with sundowner syndrome, oriented to person only at times, most of the times she is not. She eats very little, still able to swallow solids, but with feeding and much difficulty swallowing. Caretaker tells me that it seems like she forgets to swallow when they put the food in her mouth. She has had decline both of her cognition and her appetite. The patient has some shortness of breath with passive exertion when she is turned to be changed. She is currently not on oxygen. Her O2 sat is 96%. Pulse is 91. She is quite thin and quite weak. She has medication available to her for pain along with oxygen which she normally does not use. Overall, prognosis is quite poor. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
