The patient was seen today for a face-to-face evaluation. This face-to-face evaluation will be shared with the hospice medical director. The patient currently is in his sixth benefit period from 07/18/2025 to 09/15/2025. Robert is on hospice because he is dying of prostate cancer. He has lost 3 pounds. His MAC is 25 cm. He also suffers from prostate cancer with bony metastasis, left-sided paralysis related to old stroke, protein-calorie malnutrition, COPD, osteoarthritis, chronic pain both related to DJD as well as prostate cancer, gastroesophageal reflux, and recurrent urinary tract infection. The patient’s KPS is at 40%. His confusion is worse today leading to FAST score of 6E leaving the patient total and completely ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient’s daughter Tina is quite concerned about her father. She knows that death is very near so does the patient. The patient was educated regarding that today as well. He is eating a lot less with child-like appetite. He is weighing now less than 110 pounds. He is sleeping 12-14 hours a day. Recurrent UTI related to his prostate cancer. It is probably going to be the cause of his death. This was discussed with family. Urinary tract infection and sepsis most likely cause of his death. The patient continues with his progressive decline related to his hospice diagnosis both in his physical and cognitive status i.e. the FAST score that was noted above. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
