HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 39-year-old woman, single, no children, does not smoke, runs a retail business. She has had extensive history of ETOH use, wants to start on Antabuse. The patient has been in rehab in the past, was released two months ago, is looking for Celebrate Recovery and/or Alcoholics Anonymous. She has tried propranolol, Wellbutrin and other medications, but has never been on Antabuse in the past.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Medical problems only related to her alcohol abuse.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Breast augmentation and liposuction.
HOSPITALIZATION: The patient’s hospitalization occurred two months ago with gastritis and gallstones, which she is not having any problems at this time.
ALLERGIES: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Breast cancer and drug abuse. She has had gene studies done regarding breast cancer.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Height 5’7”. Weight 131 pounds. The patient was seen via TeleVisit. No examination was done.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. This is a 39-year-old woman who would benefit from Antabuse 250 mg two tablets a day for five days, then one a day. We had discussed this in the past. The patient is very interested in using the medication to keep her from drinking. She realizes that a drop of alcohol will cause her to be deadly ill.
2. The patient will be seen in the office in the next two weeks for followup and to obtain blood work. The patient has never been an IV drug abuser; nevertheless, we will check HIV status as well as hepatitis status at that time.
3. Findings discussed with the patient at length at the time of visit.
