The patient presents with flare up of genital herpes with history of same, has had several episodes over a year.
Recent complete physical exam with ultrasounds, to see GI for colonoscopy. Advised to get ultrasounds for evaluation of lymph series on mammogram, not done yet. Also has sleep disorder  and osteoporosis.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Skin: __________ abnormality. Vaginal Exam: Deferred. Extremities: Negative cyanosis, edema or clubbing. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Genital herpes and breast densities on mammogram.
PLAN: Advised to get ultrasound of breast as recommended, to follow up with GI for colonoscopy. Given refill of prescription for Zovirax to take as directed and as needed.
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
