The patient was seen for face-to-face evaluation today which will be shared with the hospice medical director. The patient is in his seventh benefit period from 04/26/25 to 06/24/25. A 79-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with COPD, cellulitis of the right lower extremity, respiratory failure, and obesity. The patient has a MAC of 25 cm. He eats very little. He requires Tylenol No. 3 for pain. He suffers from air hunger related to COPD. KPS is at 50%. He is oriented to person, place and time. He requires nebulizer treatment. Despite use of nebulizer treatment, he is short of breath at all times sleeping 8-12 hours a day. He does have 1+ pedal edema most likely pulmonary hypertension. O2 sats 96% on room air. He does have oxygen available because he gets very short of breath and his O2 sat drops with activity well documented in the past. He requires nebulizer treatments around the clock because of shortness of breath both scheduled and p.r.n. Note indicates that most recently the patient was taught how to do purse lip breathing to help with the COPD and reduce his shortness of breath both at rest and with exertion. He also suffers from cor pulmonale and pulmonary hypertension related to his pedal edema. Overall prognosis remains poor. Given the natural progression of Robert’s disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. 
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
