The patient presents with history of vomiting x7 for the past 15 hours, last vomiting episode two hours ago without distress. No diarrhea reported.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory. Has one sibling. Other family members not sick.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: No CVA tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Genitalia: Within normal limits. Musculoskeletal: Within normal limits.

The patient had COVID, flu, and strep testing performed which were all negative.

IMPRESSION: Viral gastroenteritis.
PLAN: To treat with clear fluids. Given prescription for Zofran to take if needed for vomiting with instructions to go to the emergency room if continues to vomit for further evaluation and treatment.
