Dear Annu:
This is a followup Mr. Nelson with chronic kidney disease and history of pancreatic retroperitoneal lymphoma.  Completed immunotherapy one cycle, at this moment not interested on a second one.  He is doing some natural medications.  Follows with Dr. Sahay.  Has ascites that needs to be drained every week sometimes 8 to 9 liters.  Received albumin.  Appetite is fair.  Denies vomiting or dysphagia.  There is constipation, no bleeding.  No urinary problems.  Stable edema.  Compression stockings.  No ulcers.  CPAP machine at night.  No oxygen.  He is doing low carb diet sometimes ketogenic.
Review of Systems:  Otherwise negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the Lasix a low dose.  Takes metformin.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 247, previously 267 and 277 and blood pressure 114/60.  No respiratory distress.  At home blood pressure 100s/60s.  There are no rales or wheezes.  There is irregular rhythm.  No pericardial rub, rate in the low side in the 40s.  Obesity of the abdomen and ascites, but no peritonitis.  Stable edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries August, creatinine 1.6 close to baseline.  Anemia 12.2.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Low protein.  Low albumin.  Present GFR 44 stage III.  Corrected calcium normal.  Liver function test not elevated.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable or mildly progression.  Has retroperitoneal lymphoma over the area of the pancreas.  There has been no obstruction or urinary retention.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.  Blood pressure in the low side.  Has also edema.  Salt fluid restriction and diuretics.  Nutrition is poor reactive.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  There is no proteinuria.  No nephrotic syndrome.  There is bradycardia but not symptomatic.  Underlying history of atrial fibrillation and sleep apnea.  All issues discussed with the patient.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
