The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: David is a 48-year-old single Caucasian male living at 3817 Elbow Lake Road, Prescott, MI 48756. He described that he is doing all right. He is taking only Zyprexa 20 mg daily and that has been helping him. He does not want to make any changes and described things are going right. His attorney has called him to let him know that he has to attend court on coming Wednesday. The patient has been undergoing couple of incidents of encounter with the police and has been put on probation. He was subjected for psychological testing at forensic center and that report was available to the judge to make decision in his case. He does not appear to be anxious. He was cooperative, appropriate, and attentive. Described that he is doing all right and whatever the result will happen he will let me know during next meeting to which I agreed. The patient was further encouraged that if he feels like he should have a therapist to talk about his issues and the problem and it will be very helpful. However, he described he does not want right now and if he need he will let me know. I further discussed he does not have to have a therapist from the Compressive Counseling. He can go to the community mental health where he has to pay very little and get regular therapy. He described he will think about his. The patient was alert, oriented, coherent, and logical. No suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No symptoms of hallucination, delusion, or any paranoid thoughts. Compliance with the medications. No involuntary movement, any symptoms of akathisia, restlessness, or tremors.

ASSESSMENT: Schizophrenia chronic paranoid, symptomatically stable, legal issues, and pending court case on probation.

PLAN: Continue with the supportive care. Prescription of Zyprexa 20 mg daily was ordered.
