He did not respond to methylphenidate or any Wellbutrin but showed a significant improvement after addition of Adderall XR 20 mg daily since he has medication he described his work productivity has increased. He is more focus at work and more attentive although, he has poor appetite but does not bother him. He denies any side effect of the medication. He was alert and oriented. His mood was pleasant. Affect was bright. Speech was clear. Thought process organized. There was no suicidal or homicidal thoughts. No symptoms of hallucination or delusion. Side effect, risk, and benefit was discussed.

ASSESSMENT: Attention deficit hyperactive disorder.
