HPI: A 97-year-old gentleman who had baseline labs to including UA obtained on 09/17. He had also been behaviorally resistant and a bit agitated which was out of the norm for him so he was cooperative with giving a urine specimen and it returns positive for E. coli and Enterococcus faecalis with both organisms sensitive to nitrofurantoin. Order is written for nitrofurantoin 100 mg b.i.d. x5 days. I also encouraged the patient to increase his water intake explaining that overall it is just good for his health and he said he would try to do so. Fluid intake especially of water. He was quiet and just shook his head yes and I told him he would be getting some antibiotic that would go on for the next few days and left it at that he I do not know that he understood what I said. My concern was being more explicit about it he may refuse to take the medication.
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
