CC: Followup on UA with C&S.
HPI: An 82-year-old female with a history of recurrent UTIs had recently complained of dysuria so UA was obtained on 09/18/2025 and returns on 09/21/2025, positive for E. coli ESBL
DIAGNOSES: Insomnia, diastolic CHF, COPD, gout, OA of knee, obesity and history of DVT with PE.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from initial note.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN and LATEX.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Obese female lying quietly in bed.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure not available, respiration 16, O2 sat 96% and FSBS 143.
NEURO: Orientation x2. Has to reference for date and time, is pleasant.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN: E. coli ESBL sensitive to nitrofurantoin so nitrofurantoin 100 mg q.12h. x7 days and encourage the patient to increase fluid intake i.e. water.
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
