FAMILY HISTORY: Hypertension. No cancer reported.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 237 pounds. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 98.2. Respirations 20. Pulse 94. Blood pressure 133/80.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
