HISTORY: This is a 36-year-old gentleman accompanied by parents here with tooth pain. The patient said he has had this before approximately two weeks or so but came in today because of increased pain described pain as sharp rated pain 7/10 worse with touch and chewing. He said pain is located below his tooth in the region of tooth #30.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: He denies chills or myalgia. Denies nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.

Denies increased temperature.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 133/85.

Pulse is 89.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.1.

HEENT: Normal. Oral exam extremely poor oral hygiene with multiple cavitated tooth. He has periodontal edema around #30 with tenderness to palpation. No bleeding or discharge.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs. No palpable nodes or tender nodes in the anterior posterior triangles and cervical triangle.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema or cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Nondistended. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Dental abscess.

2. Gingivitis.
3. Tooth pain.
PLAN: In the clinic today, the patient received the following: Rocephin 1 g IM he was observed in the clinic for additional 20 minutes or so then reevaluated. He reports no side effects from the medication and said he is being to feel little better. He was sent home with the following medications: XYZ mouthwash #80 mL he will use 20 mL gargle and spit out once in the morning for four days, amoxicillin 875 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days, #20, and Mobic 15 mg one p.o. daily for 10 days, #10. He was given the opportunity to ask questions He was strongly encouraged to visit the dentist says he understands but he is waiting on insurance.
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
