The patient is here with nausea, vomiting, and diarrhea for the past two days with vomiting three times a day reported. Also, noted diaper rash.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Breast-feeding.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Appear to be within normal limits. Neurological: Appears to be within normal limits. Skin: Appears to be within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Viral gastroenteritis with questionable slight pharyngitis with negative strep screen.
PLAN: The patient was treated with observation. Mother advised to give fluids and breast milk. Because of age, unable to give Zofran or Phenergan Advised to continue fluids, to continue nursing with Pedialyte as needed with instructions will be referred to emergency room if the child continues to vomit. With increased responsiveness presently, alert and active without distress.
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
