CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with complaints of pain to right first toe base of nail, started last night after being in a football game, it is now more painful without drainage.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Uneventful.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Treated for recent hematuria with possible urinary tract infection on Macrodantin which she is still taking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Extremities: Noted to be slight swelling and tenderness to proximal right first nail without definite evidence of fluctuance or erythema. Remainder of extremities exam within normal limits. Gait normal. Neurovascular and Tendons: Normal. Skin: Normal. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Early paronychia, right first toe.

PLAN: The patient was given Rocephin 500 mg IM with prescription of Keflex 500 mg to take twice a day for 10 days. To continue with Macrobid. To follow up as needed with PCP, Dr. Stokes and return here if necessary.
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
