Dear Mr. Flegel:

This is a followup for Mr. Harris with chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in March.  No hospital visit.  Minor edema.  Discontinued smoking in 2006.  Blood pressure in the office 120s-110s/60s.  He does not check blood pressure at home.
Review of Systems:  I did an extensive review of system being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the diuretics, potassium, beta-blockers, Norvasc and cholesterol management.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 204 and blood pressure 140/70 on the left-sided.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular no abnormalities.  Overweight of the abdomen.  No major edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries September, creatinine 1.6 and GFR 34 stage IIIB.  Stable overtime.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  No anemia.  No EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium.  Bicarbonate in the upper side from diuretics.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Continue present regimen.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Blood pressure acceptable in the office.  He has diastolic type congestive heart failure stable overtime without evidence of change.  Normal ejection fraction.  Stable pulmonary hypertension.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
